Unfortunately, embedded collars, harnesses, ch ains, ropes, etc. are extremely 

common forms of animal abuse/neglect.  If left untreated, the animal often dies a 

slow, agonizing death by strangulation.  

Lady Bug was fortunate to be rescued in time to save her life but obviously she 

experienced excruciati ng pain over a pro long ed period of time.  Nevertheless, she 

made a wonderful recovery and will spend the rest of her days being pampered ! 

Dramatic photographs like these often compel a prosecutor to charge the 

perpetrator with animal cruelty.  They are als o critical evidence at trial and in 

sentencing.  The power of these photographs lies in the fact that they capture Lady 

Bugôs desperate, lonely and painful situation ï they literally make the viewer a 

witness to the crime.  When you look into Lady Bugôs eyes you cannot help but be 

sickened by the cruelty of her situation.  

These are just 2 examples of the wonderful impact our techniques have had on the 

lives of animals.  Success stories like these let us know that our educational 

materials, presentations, speeches, and consulting service are profoundly affecting 

the welfare of many , many  animals.
